Bodily Injury Liability

· -Is in the case you cause an accident and somebody else is hurt or even killed and they decide to sue you.
Property Damage Liability

· Is in the case you damaged property that belongs to someone else. It’s usually someone else’s care, but not always. People have damaged all sorts of things and have been protected by their property damage liability; Items such as garages, buildings, lamp posts, fences, carports. Just about anything you can hit with your car.

Medical Payments

· ​Pays medical expenses for you, members of your family and passengers in the event of an auto accident regardless of who caused the accident. It even covers you if you are a pedestrian.

Wage Loss

· Covers your loss wages during the time you are unable to work due to an auto accident.

Uninsured Motorists

· Pays for injuries if you are hit by a driver who doesn’t have insurance. Even in states where insurance is mandatory, there are lots of driver’s on the road who do not carry auto insurance.

Underinsured Motorists

· Makes up the difference between the paltry liability some drivers may have and the costs of the accident.

Collision

· For the damages to your car as a result of colliding with another vehicle or object.
